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MACP Practicum Requirements
The MACP program trains students to develop a therapeutic relationship, establish treatment goals, implement theory-based techniques and interventions, and work in ongoing therapeutic sessions to address the client’s impaired mental health, functioning and wellbeing (i.e., within the ethical intention [informed consent] of providing treatment). 
Ontario Students.  To successfully complete Practicum, students will demonstrate their ability to perform psychotherapy, as outlined under the Regulated Health Professions Act (RHPA, 1991), as well as establish a closer relationship with the provincial college. This helps students to be aware of professional standards, information, and guidelines. Registering for Qualifying status with CRPO also assist students with future registration as a full RP.
Supervisor Requirements
The supervisor requirements as stated below apply to the following:
A. student practicum applications starting with the 22S practicum term start; and
B. requests for new and/or change of supervisor for students enrolled in 22W practicum term:
Education	Minimum of Master’s Degree in a mental health counselling-related field.
Clinical Experience	If the supervisor practices in the Province of Ontario, then supervisor must have 5 years extensive clinical experience total.
If the supervisor practices outside the Province of Ontario, then supervisor must have completed 3 years of post-graduate professional practice in one of the counselling professions, including at least 1 full year of post-graduate supervised counselling experience.
Licensure/Registration	Full professional licensure or registration. The supervisor can practice counselling independently. Qualifying and/or Provisional status will NOT meet MACP supervisor requirements.
Required Documentation	Current CV or Resume that includes specific information on completed training, continuing education, workshops, or directed learning in providing clinical supervision.
Copy of current professional licensure, registration or certification.
Practicum Experience for Students in Ontario
· Submit a Practicum application with a full Registered Psychotherapist (RP) as a supervisor.
· Submit a Practicum application with documentation that proves either:
A. Student has applied for Registered Psychotherapist-Qualifying (RP-Q) status.
· This option will require a supervisor that meets criteria under CRPO and MACP requirements.
B. Student has received RP-Q status.
· This option will require that students must be approved for RP-Q status by the first official day of Practicum course (May 2, 2022) and documentation submitted to the Field Training Department.
· If the site does not have a RP on staff for supervision and the student has not applied/received RP-Q status, then the student can search for an external or off-site supervisor that meets full RP status.
Practicum Experience for Students Outside of Ontario
· Submit a Practicum application with a proposed supervisor that meets the following MACP requirements:
A. Minimum of Master’s Degree in a mental health counselling-related field. 
B. Full professional licensure or registration. The supervisor can practice counselling independently. Qualifying and/or Provisional status will NOT meet MACP supervisor requirements.
C. Must have completed 3 years of post-graduate professional practice in one of the counselling professions, including at least 1 full year of post-graduate supervised counselling experience.
D. Provides a current CV or Resume that includes specific information on completed training, continuing education, workshops, or directed learning in providing clinical supervision.
E. Provides a copy of current professional licensure, registration or certification.
Note: The following documentation is required from students and must be submitted with the student’s practicum application in order for the application to be considered “complete”: 
· evidence of having purchased Professional Liability Insurance (e.g., cover sheet from insurance company that identifies student name and policy coverage); 
· written confirmation of the site’s acceptance of the student at the site (email or letter) and student’s email to site and supervisor confirming the student’s acceptance at the time;  
· complete and submit copy of any documents potentially required by the practicum site (e.g., Criminal Record Check; Mask Fittings; Vulnerable Sector Check, etc.);
· evidence of receiving RP-Q status with CRPO, if Practicum is in Ontario. 
External Supervisor or Off-Site Supervisor
· The External Supervisor or Off-Site Supervisor must meet MACP Supervisor Requirements, effective January 1, 2022.
· If the proposed supervisor has not submitted a Supervisor Application, then a Supervisor Application must be completed via the Practicum Portal.
· The Supervisor Application will be reviewed by the MACP Practicum Liaison to ensure that MACP supervisor requirements are met.
· The MACP Practicum Liaison communicates directly with the supervisor, not with students. If the individual is approved or denied, a notification will be sent from the Practicum Liaison to the proposed supervisor.
External Supervisor or Off-Site Supervisor Roles and Responsibilities
· Role and Responsibilities: 
· Be responsible for ensuring all requirements of the practicum are being met by meeting with the on-site contact.
· Be responsible for all clinical supervision, providing written feedback to the faculty instructor near the end of each term of Practicum, and engage in a conference call/Zoom meeting with the faculty instructor and practicum student near the end of each term of practicum.
· Take the time necessary and to become familiar with the practicum site.
· Engage in regular weekly or bi-weekly communication with the on-site contact to review the student’s on-site performance.
· Collaborate with site contact for the allocation of appropriate clients for a practicum student.
· If approved as the practicum student’s primary site supervisor, then be prepared to provide 1-hour of weekly individual and/or triadic (two students and supervisor) during the entirety of the Practicum, for a minimum total of 30 hours of individual supervision.
· If not approved as the practicum student’s primary site supervisor, then to be prepared to devote an average of 2-3 hours per week to overseeing the student’s practicum.
· Conduct at least 3 site visits over the duration of the practicum.
· Fulfill all responsibilities as outlined for Practicum Supervisor’s Roles and Responsibilities. 
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
